You don’t even have to go
online. All it takes is faith. And what is faith? Heb. 11:1 Now faith is confidence in what we
hope for and assurance about what we do not see. (N1V) Now everyone uses a certain amount
of faith every day. You proceed through an intersection because the light is green and by faith,
you expect the cars from the other direction will stop. You walk over to your desk and sit down
in your chair, fully expecting that that chair will hold you up. These are just a couple of examples
of the many times daily that we exhibit faith.
