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The Lord wants you to experience real and abundant life: 

 

Acts 2:28 You have made known to me the paths of life; You will fill me with joy in Your 

presence. (NIV) 

 

Abiding in the LORD, as I have stated multiple times, is an ongoing daily walk. When we are 

walking, we must make sure that we are taking the correct path. So, how can we make sure that 

we are staying in the middle of His will? How can we know that we are abiding in His presence?

Or would that characterize you are worried, angry, disconnected, 

hopeless or lost. What is on the inside will show itself on the outside. As we walk in His Word, 

meditate on it and hide it in our hearts, it will do a transforming work in our soul. We will see 

things from His perspective and be filled with joy! People are drawn to the joy of the LORD. In 

fact, the joy of the LORD is our strength! Let’s follow His Word today and be filled with His 

joy, so that others might sense that joy and want to know the One Who gives it.
