The Hebrew word for rock is Tzur which means a solid rock, permanence, protection or a stone 

that it strong. The LORD is our strength; or solid rock on which we can stand. And, He is a rock 

for all ages.

People become trapped in their 

addictions or emotions and can’t seem to escape. The only hope is to call out to the One Who is 

our solid rock. He will come to your rescue and as Ps. 27:5 says: “For in the day of trouble He 

will keep me safe in His dwelling; He will hide me in the shelter of His tabernacle and set me 

high upon a rock.” Let’s not trust in anything that will fade away or is shifting sand. Instead, 

let’s walk upon the Rock of ages, the LORD God Almighty!
