Ps. 118:5-6 When hard pressed, | cried to the LORD; He brought me into a spacious place.
The LORD is with me; | will not be afraid. What can mere mortals do to me? (NI1V)

Think for a moment about a stressful or difficult time in your life. Were you able to handle it on
your own?
