Dt. 13:4 It is the LORD your God you must follow, and Him you must revere. Keep His 

commands and obey Him; serve Him and hold fast to Him. (NIV)

In sharing with Bear about his infamous climb, he 

simply stated that he felt totally at ease because he knew the path up and what to look for along 

the way. 

 

In the same way, we have a path that is laid out for us. All we must do is follow that path. The 

writer of Hebrews states it like this: Heb. 12:1-3 Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a 

great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily 

entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us. Let us fix our eyes on 

Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before Him endured the cross, 

scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. Consider Him Who 

endured such opposition from sinful men, so that you will not grow weary and lose heart. 

(NIV) Hold on tightly to Him. Don’t let go, no matter the temptations or the pressure, we must 

keep our eyes on the only One that can help us.
