Because God is loyal and faithful - 2 Chron. 14:11-13 Then Asa called to the LORD his God and said,
“LORD, there is no one like you to help the powerless against the mighty. Help us, LORD our God, for
we rely on you, and in Your name we have come against this vast army. LORD, You are our God; do
not let mere mortals prevail against You.” The LORD struck down the Cushites before Asa and Judah.
The Cushites fled, and Asa and his army pursued them as far as Gerar. Such a great number of
Cushites fell that they could not recover; they were crushed before the LORD and His forces. The men
of Judah carried off a large amount of plunder. (NIV)

Again in scripture, we see the LORD come to the aid of His people. As the Father of His people, He was
always watching over them and would show His strength against any opposition. This is one of the many
examples of this happening. Not only did the LORD fight for His children, but He also ‘crushed’ the
Cushites. No one or no army can stand against the power of our awesome God. He but speaks and things
happen. It is no difficult task for the LORD to crush the powers of this world. He has done it before, and
there will be a day when Satan and all His demons will be cast into the bottomless pit and ultimately into
the Lake of Fire. They will never again have any power. They will be crushed. They are defeated forever!

Here is just one more instance of the LORD’s power: 2 Chron. 21-24 After consulting the people,
Jehoshaphat appointed men to sing to the Lord and to praise him for the splendor of His holiness as
they went out at the head of the army, saying: “Give thanks to the Lord, for His love endures forever.”
As they began to sing and praise, the Lord set ambushes against the men of Ammon and Moab and
Mount Seir who were invading Judah, and they were defeated. The Ammonites and Moabites rose up
against the men from Mount Seir to destroy and annihilate them. After they finished slaughtering the
men from Seir, they helped to destroy one another. When the men of Judah came to the place that
overlooks the desert and looked toward the vast army, they saw only dead bodies lying on the ground;
no one had escaped. (NIV)
