Therefore God exalted Him to the highest place and gave Him the name that is above every
name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the
earth, and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Really, everyone could revere Christ as Lord right now. You could know Him and serve Him as
your Savior and Lord. God has given everyone this choice. But know this, there will come a day
when every person who has ever lived will bow before Jesus, and they will revere Him as Christ
the Lord. You can choose to do it now and enjoy His presence in your life or you can reject Him
and find out that you have missed the chance to be with Him forever.
