Ps. 24:9-10 Lift up your heads, you gates; lift them up, you ancient doors, that the King of
glory may come in. Who is He, this King of glory? The Almighty—He is the King of glory.

The Hebrew word for King is melech which means The King of all kingdoms. It is interesting to
note that many famous people have been called “king.” Many years ago, Benny Goodman was
called the “King of Swing.” Later, Louis Armstrong was known as the “King of Jazz.” Then
came along a singer that took over the charts for several years.
