He
was pleased to make you His own. The word pleased is yaw tab which means He was very glad.
Why? Because God loves you. He adores you. He wants you to draw near to Him. He wants you
to trust in Him and walk with Him. If we could finally get this into our minds and our hearts;
God loves us! He really, really, really does. God is not mad at you. He made you. He paid for
you. He redeemed you.

Dear LORD, thank You that You were pleased to make us Your own. You have done
everything for us. Help us to uplift Your name to everyone around us. Help us not to be
ashamed of the gospel.
