Phil. 4:4 Rejoice in the Lord always. I will say it again: Rejoice! 

 

In this season, when we tend to celebrate the resurrection more than other times, I am reminded 

that one of the greatest things we can do is to rejoice. What does it mean to rejoice? Literally, it 

means to be very, very glad. I can tell you that I am very, very glad that Jesus paid the price for 

my sins upon the cruel cross of Calvary.

Does is peak and then 

drop to a low state? Does it look like the images on an electro-cardiogram? Paul says that we are 

to rejoice ALWAYS; at all times; and everywhere. He even repeats himself for emphasis. Why is 

this so critical for us? I believe it is because of what Nehemiah stated in Neh. 8:10 Nehemiah 

said, “God and enjoy choice food and sweet drinks, and send some to those who have nothing 

prepared. This day is holy to our LORD. Do not grieve, for the joy of the LORD is your 

strength.  
 

Do you want strength to face the troubles of the day? Rejoice in the LORD. Do you want to be 

able to overcome the things that so easily drag you down? Rejoice in the LORD. We need to be 

people that rejoice always because of what He has done for us. We need to be people who shine 

the joy of our LORD so that people can be drawn to Him.
